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SERIES OF WORKSHOPS AT BOROUGH HALL ON DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

A series of workshops related to domestic violence will be held at Queens Borough Hall on the next three Wednesdays as part of the national designation of October as Domestic Violence Awareness Month, Borough President Helen Marshall said Tuesday.


On October 12th, Ms. Nancy Diaz, the Domestic Violence Service Coordinator of Outreach – Building Healthy Lives, will speak on the subject of Angry Women – Battered Men.

On October 19th, Queens’ Assistant District Attorney Joyce Smith and NYPD Sergeant Stephen Kurz, chief of the department’s Domestic Violence Unit, will focus on the Criminal Justice Response to Domestic Violence.

The Faith Based Community Responds to Domestic Violence   will be the topic on October 26th, when Ms. Phyliss Hyatt, LCSW, and a panel of community leaders take up the topic.

All the workshops will begin at noon in Room 213.

The workshops are sponsored by Marshall and her Task Force on Domestic Violence, Sexual Assault, Child Maltreatment and Elder Abuse.

Queens Borough Hall is located at 120-55 Queens Boulevard in Kew Gardens. Mass transit is available via the Union Turnpike station on the E and F subway lines and via buses that stop on Queens Boulevard at Union Turnpike.
Domestic Violence Awareness Month was first observed in 1987, which also saw the creation of the first national domestic violence toll-free hotline.
