Application Process:

2. TCR will call applicant for interview

NOTE:  All applicants must provide the following proof:

d. Birth Certificate or other citizenship proof

e. Photo ID

f. Documentation of student status if applicable.

3. At interview if applicant is interested AND TCR staff accept the referral for tenancy, a Section 8 application will be completed.  TCR will send application to Section 8 for review.

4. Section 8 unit at HPD will contact applicant for an interview.  If applicant fails to show on two consecutive occasions the application will be removed from the wait list.

Services Criteria:


NY/NYIII -  For these 18 residents who fit Population E, TCR uses a harm reduction 



approach.  Initially the tenant will meet with the social worker and delineate



his or her own service plan.  He or she will be asked to agree to monthly 



contact with the worker.  This may mean a phone call to check in or it may 



a more structured and more frequent approach but it will be designed and 



upon by the tenant without pressure.  



        All tenants will be invited to participate in other services, however these are 



not mandated, simply offered.


Persons With Disabilities –  Services are offered, not mandated.


Other Units – Services are offered, not mandated.

Expectations:  This is rental housing and is funded through the Low Income Housing Tax Credit program.  Additionally, TCR receives Project Based Section 8.  As a result, ALL tenants must meet initial income requirements and must agree to complete verification forms as part of an initial certification and annual recertification requirement.  Apartments must be inspected by maintenance staff to ensure they are in good repair and annually there will be a Section 8 inspection of a sampling of the apartments as part of the funding agreement.   

All tenants are expected to abide by their leases and make timely rent payments, the amount of which is determined by Section 8 according to their income.

This is not a group home or transitional residence or shelter and therefore does not have curfews or other regulations typical of other congregate settings.  TCR rules are typical of most rental housing in NYC including no smoking in common areas, no illegal activity, no pets, refrain from disturbing neighbors, etc.   Most of this will be on the standard lease form. 

Income:  Please remember that there are strict income limits imposed by both the Section 8 Program and the Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program.  All applicants MUST have an income that is less than 50% AMI according to HUD Standards.  There can be no exceptions to this.
