The New York Foundling/North Manhattan Family and Community Services-Pathway Program for Substance and Alcohol abuse is committed to providing the highest quality of services to the women and their families who are in need of our services. 

The Pathway Program is an 822 medically supervised program with an operating certificate from the NYS Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services. The Pathway Program is a comprehensive chemical dependency program designed to strengthen women and their families by providing holistic approach to addressing the disease concept of addiction and all other life areas affected by alcohol and/or substance use. Pathway Program provide a nurturing environment where individuals learn about the triggers, self destructive patterns, how to change maladaptive behaviors, and ways to improve quality of life skill through individual and group counseling session.  The following specialized services are also available on site:

· Licensed Psychiatrists to provide assistance to individuals struggling with abuse by addressing the following issues, depression, anxiety, depression symptoms that may be a direct result of post acute withdrawal (PAW).  Medication can be prescribed as needed.

· Connection to family therapy located within the same building.

· Child care onsite for infants to school age children.  The child care services provide an early education exploration of milestones.

· On site Anger Management, Money Management and Parenting groups. As well as specialized including but not limited to,: Women’s Health/Wellness, Domestic Violence Workshop, Family Relational, Criminal Thinking workshops, Medication Management/psycho pharmacy.  Groups will run between 12 to 15 weeks. Completion of the groups will result in a certificate of completion. 

· Random urine screenings are performed under staff supervision.

· Test of Adult Basic Education (TABE) are offered on-site as well as Educational and Vocational Skills Building groups.

· The program offers health insurance assistance, as well as sliding scale fee for individuals who need it.

· Evidenced Based Treatment to youths (12 to 17) and their families beginning July 1st, 2011.
We look forward to collaborating with you in the near future regarding your need for chemical dependency services.
