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AMERICA WORKS




-America Works is conducting a study in which we are recruiting 600 formerly incarcerated men. The study is designed to prove that if a man comes home from prison/jail and gets a job that he is far less likely to recidivate.   The men selected to this study will be randomly assigned to one of two groups, Treatment or Control.  Once selected the participants will continue with the intake process; intake is a follows:

-Clients will fill in a baseline survey and will return the following day to find out their assigned group. Individuals placed in the control group will receive a $50 money order on the day of their return.  Individuals placed in the Treatment group will continue along the intake process and will receive a $50 money order once it is completed.  
Men placed in the Treatment group will also receive the following:
· Interview preparation, Resume Building, Career Guidance
· Direct interviews with perspective employers

· Free access to computers, the internet, phones, and fax machine

· Guide to Additional Resources, including:

· Clothing

· Housing

· Substance Abuse Services

· Child Care

· Metro cards

· Motivational Group Sessions

· Family Reunification 
Men placed in the Control group will receive the following:

· Access to our Resource room, which includes:

· Computers

· Phones

· fax machine 

· A listing of employment programs with additional services. 

- In order to qualify for this study, a person must have one of the following:
· Social Security
· Active Food Stamp case/Food Stamps and Medicaid Case

*If the individual does not have Food Stamps or Medicaid we will assist them with the application process.
