New Directions Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Treatment Program is a free-standing not-for-profit 822 outpatient facility located in the heart of historic Park Slope, Brooklyn.  Licensed by the New York State Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services for Chemical Dependence Outpatient Service, New Directions is a division of The Brooklyn Center for Psychotherapy, Inc. The program, consisting of individual, group and family treatment, is a minimum of six months to a maximum of two years; based on the needs of the individual, 100% continuing abstinence is the goal for every client. 

As a program, we are always looking for ways to make the services we offer more comprehensive, as well as more client centered. Within the next couple of weeks we will expand our services to include a Batters Program for Substance Abusers.  The program is fashioned after the “NEW YORK MODEL for BATTERER PROGRAM  with  an Educational Model Curriculum” “The NY Model focuses on the belief that social change efforts are the surest path to ending men’s violence against women and to the eventuality of individual men’s change
” (Frank, Phyllis B. (2005). NY Model for Batterer Programs c/o VCS Inc., Community.) The educational model is designed to hold batterers accountable. Themes will focus on history of domestic violence, male privilege, impact of violence, non-violence, non threatening behavior, accountability, partnership, etc.
Our program will only accept individual who have a primary substance abuse diagnosis and have offenses against intimate female partners or family members. There is significant research that identifies a strong correlation between the use of alcohol/other drugs and Domestic Violence.  The program will have a strong focus on breaking the cycle of domestic violence and substance abuse.
Our program will provide “a service to the criminal justice system, and other social service agencies that are providing services to the men/ women who appear as a result of their acts of domestic violence”. The program is 26 or 52 weeks in duration depending on the needs of the individual and the requirements of the referring agency
