RESTORE FUNDING FOR NYC’S PREVENTIVE SERVICE SYSTEM:

THE WISEST INVESTMENT
Preventive Services are community-based services that strengthen and support families.  Preventive Services keep children in their homes, protecting them from abuse, neglect and the need for more costly foster care.
PREVENTIVE SERVICES ARE AT RISK IN THE CITY’S BUDGET!
· The City is planning to eliminate 25% of the system’s slots (3000 slots), which will jeopardize the safety of thousands of NYC children.
· Every dollar NYC spends on Preventive Services is matched at almost 2 to 1 by the State! 
· Preventive Services cost a fraction of the price of foster care (Preventive services cost approximately $10,000 per family while foster care costs an average of $36,000 per child.)
· Restore $12.8 million to Preventive Services and Keep NYC’s Children Safe and at Home!
RESTORE $12.8 million (in city tax levy) for Preventive Services!
· $11.0 Million for the 3,000 slots ACS is eliminating from the system (2,400 are being eliminated due to ACS RFP awards and 600 are a component of ACS’s Preventive Services PEG.)

· $424,000 to lower caseloads to 12 families per caseworker at Beacon Preventive Service Programs (which the City Council has funded since FY07 as part of the larger Child Safety Initiative.)

· $1.4 million to restore the remainder of the ACS Preventive Service PEG.  This funding restores the rate reduction to FT/R programs, homemaking services, and the 5% reduction to PINS preventive services.

This will result in a total loss of over $35 million for Prevention due to the loss of the State’s 63.7% match.
